VOCATIONAL SERVICE

· The recognition of the worthiness of all useful occupations

· Committee projects – both local and external will need the support of members' professional skills, experience and business contacts to ensure we provide 'service above self'.

· We will endeavour to use our professional skills, in business, projects and activities  with integrity, and look to inspire others to behave ethically through our own words and actions. 

· We will look to help young people achieve their career and life aspirations, through our Youth Service, Community and International Committees, in addition to our using of our professional skills to support them in the community. 
· We will guide and encourage others in their professional development, by developing their skills and attributes through actual club service and committee duties.
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
